period and beyond. By March 2015, more than thirty media outlets had
joined the Compact, spanning a variety of print, broadcast and online
outlets, from Asia-Pacific, the Arab States, Africa and the Americas.




Thousands of reports, analysis, editorials, columns and feature stories
have been produced through the Media Compact, profiling courageous
women and giving voice to those marginalized. The coverage includes
